The Hebrew script we know was already used 2,000 years
ago, for example in the scrolls discovered in the Judean Desert.
Its square shape developed from the Aramaic script which,
together with the Aramaic language, prevailed for hundreds of
years in our region. In the Middle Ages, the Ashkenazi style of
writing and the more legible Sephardi style developed from

it. These were preserved almost unchanged, because until the
revival of the language at the end of the 19th century, Hebrew
was mainly used in religious contexts.

The alphabetical method adopted pictographic images from the
Egyptian hieroglyphic script, but instead of treating each image as
a complete word, the alphabetical character only stands for the first
sound of the name of the object pictured, as if we were to use a
picture of a fish for the sound “F.” This simple system made reading
and writing accessible to all.
