The 2014-2015 academic year has seen Leo Baeck College grow from
strength to greater strength. We have been delighted to welcome a diverse
group of new rabbinic students to the rabbinic programme - from France,
Russia and the UK. Most excitingly, the Leo Baeck College Lehrhaus

- our brand new adult education institute - has welcomed more than
seventy students to a range of evening courses and stand-alone lectures.
In conjunction with the Council for Christians and Jews, we launched a
ground-breaking and innovative new programme for our trainee rabbis -
partnering them with trainee Anglican and Methodist ministers with whom
they can develop an ongoing interfaith relationship throughout their studies.

When completed, the newly redeveloped
Librarywillprovideafocal pointnotjustforthelifeofthe Collegeandourstudents,
but for the whole of the Progressive Jewish community in the UK and beyond.

Looking forward to 2015-16, we are confident of another strong
intake of rabbinic students. In addition, we will be gearing up to
celebrate the 60th anniversary of the College’s founding. We are also
looking forward to being a formative part of the European Union of
Progressive Judaism’s biennial conference here in London in April 2016.

FROM THE DIRECTOR OF JEWISH EDUCATION

Last year saw the intake of three students onto the MA in Jewish
Education who all successfully progressed to their second and
final year in 2014-15. They were joined by a new cohort of three
students onto the first year of the MA programme, one of whom is
completing the course as a full time student. Jo-Ann Myers, together

Bash and Rabbis Richard
Jacobi and Miri Lawrence
comprise the teaching faculty.
Additional  lecturers  were
brought in from the Leo Baeck
College Jewish Studies faculty
as well as invited guests
with specialisms in different
aspects of Jewish Education.
